 2025-2026 School Year 

General Information: 

 Game times are 4:30 p.m. and 5:05 p.m.

 Home team provides the game ball, stop watches, and first kit on the field.

 Games are played on half a field.

 30 minute games (Two 15 minute halves with a 3 minute water break)

 Each team will use a maximum of 6 players.

 No pads, helmets or metal cleats.  Mouthpieces are recommended.

 No unnecessary roughness. No arguing calls. NO CONTACT ALLOWED (Violations are subject to ejection).

 Teams supply own flags.

Offense Rules: 

1. Each possession begins at +40.
2. A first down is awarded at the +25 and the +10.
3. Three plays to make a first down or TD (no kicking or punting).
4. Quarterback has five seconds to release the ball.
5. Only one athlete in motion, no forward motion.
6. 3 receivers must be on the line of scrimmage until ball goes into motion.
7. One forward pass per play, no backward laterals allowed (Must cross the line of scrimmage).
8. No blocking.
9. Approximately 30 seconds between plays.
10. Coach may be in the offensive huddle.
11. Ball is dead on a fumble.
12. Offensive pass interference, five yard penalty and a loss of down.
13. Players may not “flag guard” (Using hand, arm or football to prevent defensive player from taking flag).  Ball is dead at point of flag guarding.
14. Flags must be worn on the sides of the body.

Defense Rules: 

1. Each defensive team will use a maximum of six players.
2. No rush.
3. Flag pulled, downs the offensive player.
4. Receiver inadvertent flag loss, down goes back to touch.
5. No defensive score unless interception is run back for TD (40).
6. Defensive pass interference, a first down will be awarded and ball placed at 25 or 10 yard line.
7. NO CONTACT ALLOWED. No line-of-scrimmage “jamming”
