Two50 Membership Agreement 2026/2027 School Year 

 
Two50 is a program designed to provide a safe place for youth in grades 6 through 8 and will be offered from 3:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. 
Monday through Friday, starting June 22, 2026 and ending June 10, 2027. To become a member, you must turn in a membership form 
prior to joining the program. Membership is FREE and is valid until June 21 2027.  To ensure the safety of all program participants, 
Two50 has established guidelines that must be followed at all times. Please abide by the following expectations while you are at Two50 
and Willamalane Center.  
 
1.​ You will be free of illness and/or fever for at least 10 days prior to participation and agree to answer health screening questions 

and/or receive a touchless temperature check to help reduce the spread of communicable diseases.  
 
2.​ You will be issued a Two50 membership card. You are responsible for bringing this card to Two50 every day. This card is used for 

signing in, checking out, and equipment, etc.  The first card will be issued at no cost. Replacement cards will cost $2. 

 
3.​ Two50 has a zero tolerance policy on violence. This includes but is not limited to: hitting, kicking, any form of fighting (play or 

pretend included), intimidation and verbal bashing. You will be asked to leave Two50 and Bob Keefer Center if you are involved in 

any form of violence. 

  
4.​ Two50 has a firm policy against all types of bullying. Staff will take all incidents of bullying seriously and are trained to recognize 

and immediately address any bullying behavior. It is essential that all members communicate concerns of bullying immediately to 

staff. We also ask parents to let us know about any particular bullying concerns you may have for your child.  

 
5.​ Willamalane is not responsible for any lost, stolen or damaged property that you bring to Two50. 

 
6.​ Profanity of any kind is not allowed. This includes language that staff determines to be inappropriate.  

 
7.​ Respect the equipment, TV’s, games, etc., that have been provided for the enjoyment and recreation of all Two50 members. If you 

choose to act irresponsibly when using Two50 items and/or Bob Keefer Center equipment, your privileges will be revoked.  

 
8.​ You may be asked to leave Two50 at any time for your behavior or actions. The length of time of your removal from Two50 is 

directly related to the severity or frequency of the problem.  Members who are suspended from Two50 may not be in Bob Keefer 

Center or on the grounds. This includes the parking lot in front of Bob Keefer Center and any grounds in the immediate vicinity of 

the building. If a suspended member is found in the building or on the grounds, he/she will be considered a trespasser and the 

authorities will be notified. If the problem persists, you may be trespassed from all Willamalane Park and Recreation District 

properties for one year.  

9.​ Be aware that at Two50, movies may be played that are rated up to PG-13 and video games may be played that are rated up to T. 

 
10.​ Please follow any other guidelines set forth by Two50 staff. You are responsible for your conduct at Two50. You will be asked to 

leave and your membership may be revoked if you cannot comply with the rules and guidelines set forth.
